’'omosessualita, criminalizzando cosi le relazioni consensuali tra persone dello
stesso sesso e istituzionalizzando la discriminazione nei loro confronti.

Il nuovo testo approvato dal parlamento mantiene I'ergastolo per le relazioni
omosessuali e la pena di morte per “omosessualita aggravata”, una formula vaga
dietro la quale si cela |a persecuzione delle relazioni tra persone dello stesso
sesso con Hiv. Il mero tentativo di avere una relazione omosessuale e punito con
10 anni di carcere.

Infrastructure and debt

* China and Chinese companies have also contributed to many infrastructure
projects in Uganda. Chinese construction companies have won contracts for

many major infrastructure projects, such as the Mandela National

Stadium and the country's largest hydroelectric dam at Karuma Falls. More

recently, Chinese companies are in charge of the construction of an express

highway connecting the major city of Entebbe to the capital, Kampala. The

Ugandan government also utilizes Chinese technology for small and large-
scale agribusiness projects, with over 40 Chinese agricultural scientists having

taken part in planning these projects in Uganda since 2012

Public opinion in Uganda su interventi cinesi

* Opinions vary in Uganda on the role China plays in the local economy. According to a
2015 survey by Afrobarometer, 58% of Ugandans believe China has a positive
influence on Uganda, compared to only 7% saying negative.l8l:7° The largest positives
of China's influence were China's investment in infrastructure, China's business
investment, and the cost of Chinese products.8l:80 By far the largest source of negative
opinion was the quality of Chinese products.l8:80 Public opinion of Chinese influence
has improved in China since 2010.2

* Ugandan business owners have expressed opposition to Chinese influence in the
country. Shopkeepers and creators of local goods have difficulty competing with the
price of Chinese exports. In addition, local construction companies introduced a bill
that would force the national government to prioritize local construction companies in
the completion of government projects. This bill was vetoed, with MPs citing the
inability of Ugandan construction companies to handle the scale of large infrastructure
projects.l29 Some Chinese business, particularly smaller private businesses, have also
felt the effect of increased regulation and scrutiny from local government officials

A: It should read 500,000 people.

Q: In 2028 the target is 28million (out of a total population of about 47millions?
What about the other 20 millions ? from wells or rivers?

A: NWSC only serves some urban centres, towns and cities, hence the estimate of 28m people.

The rest of the urban centres and rural populace are supplied through other means such as the utilities under
the regional Umbrella organisations, community schemes and point sources such as production wells
(boreholes), and surface water sources (swamps, streams, rivers, lakes and springs).
